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 Lions Once Again shining
 Knights of the Blind

Over the past two years, Lions Clubs across
Atlantic Canada have worked hard to raise
funds to support CNIB’s capital campaign
entitled “That all may Read” in an effort to
ensure that blind and visually impaired citizens
have an equal opportunity to thrive
independently in a sighted world. Combined
with a matching grant from the Lions Clubs
International Foundation (L.C.I.F.), the Lions
have contributed over $150,000 in Atlantic
Canada, and well over $1 million nation-wide in
support of the Library campaign.

The CNIB’s Library for the Blind is undertaking
a complete digital transformation of its
information services.  Through its $33 million
nation-wide campaign the CNIB is
endeavouring to bring the written word to life
for its clients in an accessible format. “Blind
and visually impaired residents of Atlantic
Canada will benefit from the community
minded-ness of Lions,” said Duncan Williams,
Executive Director of the CNIB’s New
Brunswick Division. The more than $150,000
donated will go directly toward the purchase of
new digital playback machines for Talking
Books.  The new digital machines play CD
books, replacing antiquated cassette players.

Thanks to the Lions, the CNIB is closer to the
campaign’s primary goal: to provide equal
access to information for blind, visually
impaired or deafblind Canadians.  Blind
Canadians are facing an information crisis.
Currently only 3% of published materials are
available to blind, visually impaired and other

print-disabled Canadians in an accessible
format such as Braille, large print or talking
books.

For nearly thirty years Talking Books recorded on
cassette tape have been a staple for people with
vision impairments. The cassette supply is drying
up.  Reel-to-reel tapes are no longer
manufactured and the aging recording
equipment is inefficient, costly to service and
close to total breakdown.
For more than 85 years, Canadians who are
blind or visually impaired have turned to the
CNIB Library to meet their reading needs.
“Once again, the CNIB has turned to the
community for help. Lions across Atlantic
Canada have answered our call,” says Williams

Spokesperson for Lions Multiple District 41,
Denzil Bernard said “that the Lions are pleased
to be part of this important Campaign and we

encourage others to pledge their support.”
“Access to information is a right, a necessity
and often times, the difference between

independence and dependence,º says
Williams.

The Lions Clubs of Canada have a long-
standing partnership with the CNIB, dating from
1925 when Helen Keller urged the world's
Lions Clubs to become ªKnights of the Blindº.

ªTheir support will not only help secure the
CNIB Library's current collection, it will help
revolutionise the way in which people who are
blind access information . . . Lions have once
again proven that they are truly Knights of the
Blind'º said Williams.

The CNIB Library for the Blind is the only
library for the blind in the G8 without stable
government funding. The CNIB Library is
dependant on the generosity of individuals and
corporations to bridge the knowledge gap that
threatens to leave blind and visually impaired
Canadians lagging behind in today's fast
changing information age. ªThe amazing thing
is that the technology is capable of dramatically
enhancing the opportunities for people who are
blind and visually impaired. We just need the
resources to harness that technology,º says
Williams. What's at stake here is literacy and
independence for Canadians who are blind,
visually impaired or otherwise print disabled.
ªThree million Canadians – ten percent of the
population – have difficulty reading print due to
a disability and that number will increase
dramatically in the next ten years,º says
Williams.

Literacy and access to information are key to the
success of all people.  For blind and visually
impaired people, access to information can often
be the key to their very independence.  For CNIB
library clients, the transformation to digital
technology means unprecedented levels of
access to books, magazines, professional
publications, newspapers and so much more.
For students, no more rewinding and fast
forwarding to find a specific passage in a
reference book.  Digital Talking Books let readers
ªflip throughº a book, bookmark a page, and find

a quote or passage; this flexibility is essential for
students and for adults in the workplace. These
talking books will be available on CD or directly
from the Internet.

From the earliest record player to the first audio
tape machines through to CD-ROMs today,
people who are visually impaired and blind in
Atlantic Canada have been relying on CNIB's
Talking Books for over 85 years. It is with this
legacy of service in mind that the Lion's Clubs
of Atlantic Canada have worked so diligently in
support of this campaign. ªImagine losing your
vision, and then losing your ability to read.
Books, newspapers, magazines.   CNIB's
library service can help people enjoy reading
again . . .that's why Lions are so proud to be
part of this initiative,º said Bernard. ªThis isn't
only about visual impairment, it's about basic
literacy, for those unable to read print, it can be
a story of literacy denied. They read all of their
lives, and now, because of a vision problem,
they can't read any more. The CNIB can help,º
he says.

The CNIB serves about 105,000 Canadians a
year, but that number is growing dramatically
as the population ages.  Between 1982 and
1996, the number of CNIB clients doubled.
Today, more than one in nine Canadians over
the age of 65 experience vision loss.  For those
over 80, it's one in four. Across Canada, the
CNIB adds a new client every 10 minutes.

SHARE SUCCESS THROUGH SERVICE TO
YOUTH

The service activities of Lions clubs are,
indeed, far ranging sight and hearing; the
construction of workshops, hospitals and
clinics; relief for victims of natural disasters;
etc. All these and more are reasons why our
emblem is so well respected as exemplifying
the very finest in voluntary service. However,
there is one area of involvement to which Lions
world-wide contribute more hours and funding
than any other, and that is in programs that
address the needs of young people. It is an
area in which Lions most assuredly Share
Success Through Service to Youth and
Children in Need.

Our Leo Club Program, for example, introduces
young people to the spirit of volunteerism and
the satisfaction of knowing they have made a
positive impact on life in their communities.
Membership in a Leo club prepares them to be
leaders, to recognise their responsibilities as
citizens of their communities. This year, I am
emphasising the need for expanding the role of
Leos by targeting a goal of a three- percent
increase in the number of Leo clubs worldwide.

Activities on behalf of youth are so vast and
varied that every Lions club can grasp the
opportunity to be involved. Does your club
sponsor a scout unit or are you involved in the
Peace Poster Contest or the highly successful
Lions-Quest life skills program? Have you
every hosted or sponsored a student as part of
International Exchange or sent a young person
to one of the many Lions International Youth
Camps? These and other activities in which
Lions partner with young people cultivates in
the leaders of tomorrow the assurance that
their participation in the community is welcome
and needed. They come to know how



important it is to join with leaders in both the
public and private sectors in improving services
and helping to make their communities still
better places in which to live. By being part of
programs that cross borders, they learn the
value of accepting the opinions and
understanding the lifestyles and cultures of
others, the first steps in planting the seeds of
global harmony and good will.

Children who are at greatest risk, and they
number in the millions, must be of special
concern to Lions. Those who are homeless and
whom we refer to as ªstreet childrenº are, of
course, obvious components of this human
tragedy. But in every community in which there
are children who live under conditions that call
for the attention of people such as the Lions
who are committed to offering the hand of care
and assistance. Poverty, abuse, drugs, disease
and disabilities affect children everywhere and,
although Lions, or any one group, cannot
respond to all these problems, as an
international organisation with community roots
we can respond effectively through local
initiatives and co-operation with other
organisations on a world scale. We are doing
so in our co-operative alliance with Special
Olympics, and our relationship with UNICEF in
providing the ªSchool-in-a Boxº kits is
addressing the education needs of youngsters
whose schooling has been disrupted by wars
and other incidents.

I ask that every Lions club in our association
take an active part in our new Lions Service for
Children Program, which is designed to provide
health and education services for youth that
live in adverse circumstances. A club must first
determine the crucial needs of children in its
community and then put into place the
resources to answer them. No matter the
condition Lions choose to target, however, they
must always be willing to join in partnership
with organisations that have similar
commitments in assisting young people.

This year, I will recognise Lions clubs that
organise or expand a program for young
people with a special banner patch as a visible
testament to their efforts in sharing success
through service to youth. The younger
generation of today will be the adults of
tomorrow and the values and skills they learn
now will enable them to meet the challenges
they are certain to face in the future. You, as
Lions, as leaders in your own communities and
the world community, will by your action help

ensure that the future awaiting them will be
bright and rewarding, and that they, in turn, will
recognise their own responsibilities in sharing
their success with yet another generation that
will follow in their footsteps.

   The opportunity to serve as District Governor
of District 41-N2 this year has been a great
experience. First our visit to the Lions
Foundation of Canada in Oakville, Ont. In June
and then on to the International Convention in
Denver, Col. in June and July. Friendships
made this year will last forever.
   Membership and Retention is still a problem
in the district. We bring in a lot of new
members (115) but we have dropped 114, 69
of these members have resigned in good
standing; we also had 28 deceased Lions. We
started the year with 70 clubs. One of these
clubs surrendered their Charter in June of 2003
but was not dropped by Lions Clubs
International until October 2003, therefore
another drop of 9 members. A branch club has
been formed by the Mahone Bay and Area
Lions Club at Riverport; N.S. with 7 members
signed to date.
   The district has a very good Leadership
Development Program. Four Orientation
sessions were held in the fall at various
locations and were all well attended, we also
have (4) Officer Schools scheduled for this
year the first was held in Sackville, N.S. in April
with (2) scheduled in May and one in June.
These schools are held for President,
Secretary, Treasurer and Membership
Chairpersons.
   The District continues to collect used stamps
as a fund-raiser with half of the money raised
will be divided equally between the Lions
Foundation of Canada and the District 41-N2

   The District Hearing and Speech Action and
Work with the Deaf Chairperson held a 50/50
draw this year raising $467.50 for Deaf
Advocacy of Nova Scotia while collecting 90
hearing aids from 8 clubs and one Lioness
Club.

   The Drug Awareness Poster Contest was
well received this year with 42 posters being
judged at the District Convention, with the first,
second and third place winners receiving
cheques and plaques along with the
sponsoring clubs.

With the winner
going on to the M.D. Speak out.

A
district raffle was carried out for Camp Maxwell
and raised $2800 for the camp and diabetic
children.

Since then, Portage and its s taff
team has welcomed approximately 1000 youth
from many regions of Canada to it’s calm and
peaceful sett ing o f Cassidy Lake. Portage, NB is
a residential youth add iction treatment center
for both genders aged 13- 21. The youth in
treatment reside on site anywhere from 8 to 10
months. During that t ime the walls of Cassidy
Lake become a haven and a home to those
seeking h elp to deal with their past f ill ed with
heart ache and pain.

Portage NB, not on ly provides a safe and secure
environment for youth to grow and learn abou t
themselves, it’s a safe place to express how
they feel and to d iscover where they want to go ,
sober. The facili ty offers many suppo rt group s,
encouragement and ways to develop and
express one’s feelings. Residents and family
members can rely on the facili ty and the suppo rt
systems put into p lace on and o ff site to ass ist
them with barr iers or conflicts that need
resolved to better the relationship between
guardian and youth. Education and a positive
learning environment are provided to the
residents on a daily basis to allow them the
oppo rtun ity to continue their academic s tud ies.
Maintaining a structured routine keeps the
residents occupied and p rovides them with
respon sibili ties that prepares them for re-
entering reali ty of schoo l and daily duties of li fe.
The youth that enter treatment come from as far
as Nunavut, they come in search to find what
they can become and p erhaps re-visit what they
had on ce been. For life on the streets or in jail is
not where they want to be, they know that
Portage is the environment that can provide li fe
too ls to overcome the negative barriers that are
out in today’s world. The success of Portage
could not be meet without the strong will of the youth,
the determination of the staff and the many suppor t
groups who provide so much for the boys and
girls of Cass idy Lake.

Having h ad the oppo rtun ity to be part of the
amazing staff t eam at this facili ty, it was very
apparent that the role that the Lions Clubs play
is crucial to the youth and facili ty. I was
involved with many events and generous
don ations that many Lions Club p rovided. A few
examples are; The Christmas gift exchange and

Santa coming on site and sharing the ho liday
spirit. The many large items purchased, such as
a Kareoke machine that is used to entertain and
allow the youth to be youthful. A basketball
court was installed for the youth; also many
cash don ations are giving no t on ly by Lions but
the Leo clubs as well. This fund ing p rovides for
much needed items that the youth need while in
treatment.

MAINE LIONS SIGHT &
HEARING ASSOCIATION INC.

The Maine Lions Sight & Hearing
Association Inc. has been incorporated since
1955.
The object and purposes are to furnish
education to the people of the State of Maine to
lead to the earlier detection of any disease of
the eye and hearing and to assist any person
or groups of persons to pressure or improve
their sight or hearing, also for service.

In 1963, a trailer known as ªEyemobilaº was
purchased and outfitted with eye testing
equipment and literature. It visited with Lions
Clubs throughout the state promoting their eye
care program. It served for a number of years.

The Association purchased Titmus Eye
Machines for distribution to the three Maine
Lion Districts as well as a Puff Tonometer for
use in the districts.

ªWhite Cane Daysº is a major project which
Lions throughout the state promote. The
Governor of the State of Maine normally issues
a Proclamation declaring the month of October
as ªwhite Cane Daysº.  The white cane became
not only a symbol stating that the user was
blind, but also a tool of sight-by-feel for the
blind and visually impaired.

CAMP SUNSHINE

SUPPORTING CHILDREN WITH LIFE
THREATENING ILLNESSES & THEIR FAMILIES

Camp Sunshine supports children with life
threatening illnesses and their families.  The
camp has the distinction of being the only
program in the nation whose mission is to
address the impact of a life threatening illness
on every member of the immediate  family—the
ill child, the parents, and the siblings.  Since its
inception, Camp Sunshine has provided a
haven for over 16,000 individuals from diverse
cultural backgrounds.

Families with a child diagnosed with diseases
such as cancer, kidney disease, lupus,
diabetes, solid organ transplants, and other life
threatening illnesses attend one of the week-
long camps.  Our focus is on alleviating the
strain that a life threatening illness takes not
only on the sick child but also on other family
members.  Families have an opportunity to
rebuild their relationships together and meet
other families facing similar challenges. 

Free quality services are provided at the camp
including accommodations and meals, onsite
medical services, counselling services, and
recreational facilities.  While the camp is in
session, each family stays in their own family
suite.  Breakfast, lunch, and dinner are served
each day. 

Volunteers, except for those who live nearby,
also stay on the property.  Camp Sunshine is
staffed almost entirely by volunteers, many of
whom return year after year.  The volunteers
reflect the diversity of the families and help with

recreational leadership, childcare, food service
and whatever else needs to be done. 

Another distinctive component of the program
is the medical facilities and professional staff
that are available to address the taxing
physical needs of children with intrusive
diseases.  A physician is located at the camp
for the entire session so that families can be
secure in the knowledge that the camp offers
24-hour onsite medical support.  In addition, a
hospital with full-time emergency room
physicians and paediatricians is only 25
minutes from the camp. 

Recreational hours allow children to relax and
enjoy the simple pleasures of childhood while
their parents find quiet moments to walk by the
lake and reaffirm their support for one another.
  In addition, games and events are designed
to foster family involvement, encouraging
families to laugh and play as a unit.  This
approach builds a new foundation the family
can take with them when the camp is over to
unite them during the darker times they will
face.  

Each family is sponsored by an individual, civic
group, corporation, or foundation, which
enables a family to spend a week at Camp
Sunshine free of charge.  The sponsorship   for
one family to participate in the week-long
program is $1,500.  The Family Sponsorship
Program provides a way for donors to sponsor
a family or families from their geographic area.
